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John W. Kieckhefer, 83, an Arizona resident since 
1940, passed away at his home in Phoenix after a long illness. 

He began his long and successful career in the 
s h ipping container business at his birthplace, Milwaukee, 
Wisconsin, in 1904. 

In 1905 he formed the Kieckhefer Box Company. This 
Company became the Kieckhefer Container Company in 1920. · 

During 1927 he acquired the Eddy Paper Company of 
Chicago, Illinois. Mr. Kieckhefer pioneered the use of 
fibre shipping containers and steadily expanded his company 
to the point where by 1937 it was represented on a nation­
wide basis by container manufacturing facilities. Also, in 
1937 he expanded his businesses to include a modern pulp 
and paper mill at Plymouth, North Carolina. His Company, of 
which he was for many years President and later Chairman of 
the Board, helped to pioneer and improve the paper milk 
carton on a national scale. 

Early in 1957 Mr. Kieckhefer's business interests 
were merged with the Weyerhaeuser Company of Tacoma, Washington, 
ma rking the close of his over 50 years of leadership in the 
paper industry. 

In 1940 he moved to the K4 Ranch near Prescott where 
he lived until recently. A successful commercial and purebred 
Hereford breeder, he dovoted much time to this agricultural 
activities. 

He was a long-time worker for the Republican Party 
and was a delegate to several GOP National Conventions. He 
was GOP State Finance Chairman of Arizona for a number of 
years. 

In 1963 he built the wing in Phoenix Art Museum 
for Western Art. 

Mr. Kieckhefer was a member of the Phoenix Country 
Club, Atlantic Salmon Association, and a Diamond member of 
the Old Guard Society of Washington, D.C. 

Survivors include his widow Thelma H. of Phoenix, a 
son Robert H. of Prescott, a brother Herbert M. of Scottsdale, 
and four grandchildren.
